The Rotary Club of Dearborn offers the Harry A. Sisson Memorial Scholarship for graduating seniors.  The Sisson Scholarship is $5,000 with five applicants selected by a Counselor from each of six Dearborn High Schools.  Typically, seven or eight candidates are selected for interview in late-December or early-January with the winner announced at a Club meeting in early-February. 

The Rotary Club of Dearborn also offers a Web-based scholarship worth $4,000 named in memory of Hugh M. Archer.  Mr. Archer served in many positions in business, the community, and Rotary including Rotary International President.  The scope of that position included 1.2 million members in over 200 countries.   

This scholarship is available to any senior attending a public or private High School in the Dearborn School District – there is no limit on how many students can apply from each high school.  To learn more about Hugh Archer and the scholarship, please log onto the Club’s web site at www.dearbornrotary.org and click on “Scholarships” and then on “The Hugh Archer Memorial Scholarship”.  Mr. Archer’s background is described and a link to the application form (.PDF format) is provided.  Note that the application is only available on the web, and the winner is selected based on the application that is submitted via the U.S. mail postmarked by December 31.  There are no interviews with this scholarship.  An overview of the entire scholarship process follows:

What’s the scholarship award?  The award for 2011/12 is $4,000 – an increase of $500 over the 2010/11 award.

Who’s eligible?  A senior attending a public or private High School in the Dearborn School District can apply.
What are the criteria for selection of the winner?  The applicant must demonstrate academic achievement, leadership, community service, and ethical standards as defined by the Rotary 4-Way Test.
How does a student apply?  A student will request an application via the Dearborn Rotary website.  The application includes test scores, extra-curricular activities, honors and awards, advance placement courses, personal references, and up to a 250-word essay that describes how the applicant demonstrates the 4-Way Test in relating to others.  The completed application is mailed to the Dearborn Rotary Office.
Who judges the applications?  A panel of 3 Dearborn Rotarians appointed jointly by the Club President and Foundation Chairman will judge the applications and select a winner.  
When must the applications be submitted?  Applications must be postmarked on or before December 31st.
When will the winner be announced and award presented?  The award will be presented during Dearborn Rotary’s Youth Month in February.
