% Always have notes from class or a text-
book when assisting your child with
math work.

% Never give children the answer to a
problem.

% Encourage your child to identify key
words in word problems.

% Realize that your child may struggle
with abstract concepts if his/her brain is
not quite ready for the content.

* If your child is frustrated by mathe-
matics, show him/her how to focus on
the concepts rather than the proce-
dures.

*  After your child has completed an as-
signment, ask him/her to share what
was the most important idea.

She ends the article my stating that the
most important idea to convey to your
child is to never give up on math. Children
progress at different levels and may need
more time to be proficient in math.

If your child struggles in math, please
speak to your child’s teacher about ways
the school can assist. Also, inquire about
our Extended Day math program to see if
there is additional space for your child.

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MEDICATION

Please note that students are not permitted to
self-administer prescription or over the counter
medications during school hours.

BICYCLE SECURITY

Students must lock up their bikes in the racks
on the north side or south side of the school. It
is recommended that bicycles be secured with a
strong cable and lock.

TEXTBOOKS

Parents can help students avoid end of the
year fines, which can amount to a great deal
of money, for damaged and lost texts by do-
ing the following:

1. Periodically go over each textbook with
your child to examine and check for dam-
age. This also shows the child that you
will be monitoring his /her progress care-
fully. It is recommended that books be
covered.

2. Do make sure that your child’s name is
written in the place provided on the inside
of the cover with the teacher’s name. This
will help us get lost books back to the stu-
dent quickly.

3. Do remind your child not to lend their

books to friends as he/she are response
ble for the book that they have been as
signed.

ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT

No electronic equipment is allowed in school.
Examples are portable cameras, IPods, hand held
games, and PDA’s. These items are frequently
lost or stolen and disrupt the educational process.
School personnel will not be responsible for lost
or stolen items.

If an electronic device is seen or heard, it will be
confiscated and returned only to a parent on the
following day. The second time an electronic
device is confiscated will result in a detention
and a parent/guardian retrieving the device on the
following Monday. If a student is caught using
an electronic in class, the device will be confis-
cated and returned the following Monday to a
parent or guardian. Repeated offenses may result
in further discipline.

CELL PHONES

Dearborn Public Schools policy on cell phones is
that they cannot be seen or heard. We discourage
students from bringing them to school. If a phone
is brought to school, it must be turned off and
locked in the locker until 2:55 p.m. Students may
not use their phones inside the school, or on the
busses. Phones may only be used after school
and outside of the building.

School personnel will not be responsible for lost
or stolen phones. If a cell phone is seen or heard,
it will be confiscated and returned only to a par-
ent or guardian the following day. The second
time a cell phone is confiscated will result in a
parent/guardian picking up the cell phone on the
following Monday. If a student is caught using a
cell phone or if the cell phone rings in class, the
cell phone will be confiscated , a detention will
be assigned, and the phone will be returned the
following Monday to a parent or guardian. Re-
peated offenses may result in further discipline.

This
makes it much easier to find the bus at dismissal
time.

Riding the school bus is a privilege. Students are
expected to behave as young adults on all buses.
Students who misbehave will face a range of
consequences including loss of riding privileges.

REPORTING ABSENCE/TARDY

The voice mail is available 24 hours a day.
Please call before 8:00 a.m. on the day the
student will be absent or late. If we do not
receive a call from a parent regarding the stu-
dent absence, a call will be made to your
home phone to notify you of the absence. If a
student must leave school due to illness or an
appointment, a parent or guardian will be re-
quired to show a driver’s license to sign them
out. No child will be released to anyone not
appearing on the Emergency card without ad-
ministrative approval. If the student returns to
school during the day, he/she must report to
the office to sign in and get a pass back to
class. Homework can be requested if a student
is absent three consecutive days.

ATHLETIC/ ACADEMIC FEES

To participate in athletics, middle school students
must pay a $50.00 activity fee. Participation re-
quires the above fees to be paid before the activity
begins. Other activities require a fee of $25.00.
This includes: math counts, academic games,
chess, art club, etc.

8TH GRADE PARENTS

Research has shown that the 8th grade year is
critical to success in high school. Please dis-
cuss with your child the importance of being

on task and focused at school. We expect the
8th graders to be role models for the younger
students.

As you are aware, your son/daughter will en-
ter high school and be required to meet the
new State of Michigan graduation require-
ments. The curriculum leading to graduation
1s much more precise and demanding than
past ones. Part of that curriculum allows
boards of education the ability to give high
school graduation credit for courses taken in
the middle school. Taking high school credit
at the middle school level can provide stu-
dents greater opportunity for electives at the
high school level.

The Dearborn Board of Education offers stu-
dents the opportunity to earn high school
credit for math and Spanish while in 8th
grade. These classes are based upon the High
School Content Expectations and should mir-
ror high school rigor.

Students passing these classes will

receive a credit toward high school gradua-
tion. The class will appear on the student’s
high school transcript.
