This is a wonderful opportunity!
⦿ 2 years Free Tuition
⦿ Free books
⦿ Walk with your class at graduation
⦿ Finish with your high school diploma (4 

years) and up to 60 credits and possibly 
your Associate’s degree (2 years) in only 
5 years – not 6

⦿ Make your own schedule
⦿ Play sports, go to prom, etc
⦿ Transfer credits to a 4 year college



The possibilities...
⦿ Typical High School 

Diploma
⦿ You remain part of 

your home school
⦿ You can participate in 

all school activities 
including Prom, sports, 
graduation ceremony, 
etc.

⦿ Earn up to 60 
transferable credits.

⦿ Spend the first two 
years at your home 
school and then begin 
taking classes at HFC 
at the beginning of 
your junior year.

⦿ No classes in your high 
school after your senior 
year.

Original Criteria
⦿ PSAT 10 Scores
› EBRW 430
› Math 480

⦿ On Track for Graduation
⦿ Good Attendance - not on audit for 

any class.



Updated Criteria Due to 
Shutdown

⦿ Any student who is interested in the Collegiate 
Academy must dual enroll and register for College 101 
for the Fall 2020 semester.
› Notify your counselor.
› Register at HFC but do not enroll in a course
› Counselor will send the list to Mr. Fadlallah
› Most College 101 classes will be held at the high 

school
⦿ Students must be:

› On Track for Graduation
› Good Attendance - not on audit for any class.

We will give a qualifying test in Fall of 2020.



Typical Course Sequence
⦿ 11th grade 

› Semester 1: College 101
› Semester 2: Intro to Political Science, 

Humanities
⦿ 12th grade

› One class each semester at the high school
› All other classes at HFC

⦿ 13th grade

› All classes at HFC 

› must take senior math class

needed.
