Field experiences pro-
vide opportunities to administer assessments in the following areas: interest inventories, English language learning
and language expression and processing, visual and auditory discrimination, phonemic awareness, phonics, fluen-
cy, spelling, writing and vocabulary and comprehension. Students learn instructional strategies needed to effec-
tively develop these critical literacy related areas. Prerequisite elementary or secondary teacher certification.
