| would like to remind of the importance of your vote on November 4™

The Hold Harmless Millage Renewal is very important to Dearborn Public
Schools. This is not a new tax. This is not a tax increase. This is a renewal of the
Hold Harmless Millage which represents almost $40 million in funding for your
school district. Combined the Hold Harmless Millage generates $39.3 million or
22% of the District’s total $178.7 million budget. Without the renewal of the
millage on November 4, 2014 the Dearborn Public Schools would face draconian
reductions in services to students.

We are committed at Maples to provide your child with the

highest quality education in a safe, happy, and non-threatening learning

environment. Here are some tips that you can use at home not only to help your

children perform well on tests, but also to help them become lifelong learners:
Learning for life (not just for tests)

« Show aninterest in your child’s schoolwork by talking about the school day

« Ensure a consistent time and place for homework

o Check that she/he is completing homework regularly and properly

« Help him/her with homework.

o Include her/him in planning family activities. Have them work out the timing,
sequence of events, things you’ll need, etc.

« Encourage your child to think about the work he/she has done. Have them
answer the following questions:

— Have | done what | was supposed to do?

— Can | add any details to clarify my thinking?

— Have | communicated what | wanted to?

Talk about books as you read them together

« Read aloud to your child beginning in infancy.

« Continue to read aloud even when your child is able to read on her own. You
will be able to share books that are rich in new vocabulary and have deeper
story lines.

« Stop and talk about the book.

o Make predictions, talk about new words and ask questions.

« Have your child retell the story.

« Have your child relate the story to her own experiences.

« Encourage your child to read non-fiction texts as well as fiction.

Find different reasons for writing
Encourage your child to write for different purposes, e.g. lists, recipes, letters,

reports, stories, instructions.
