Principal’s Corner

Greetings Maples Families,

Our Community of students and adults continue to work together to
reinforce a positive learning environment. The following are thoughts
communicated to students by Maples staff on a regular basis. These rules
are posted in every classroom. The descriptors are by no means complete
but are meant to give you talking points when discussing the rules with
your child, thus putting it into language they can understand. It would be
very helpful if the parents and the school staff communicate the same
expectations to our students. Please take a few minutes to go over these
expectations with your child.

Take care to ensure everyone’s safety

Walk in the hallways; no students should be in the classrooms without an
adult; no jumping on the stairs; look out for younger students; work
together to make sure the environment is safe and secure; think about
how others feel about your actions; keep your hands to yourself; play on
the playground equipment and during recess in a safe and proper
manner. When playing tag and someone is in your way, go around them
because they might not see you. Walking quietly in the hallways will help
students in classrooms do their work. Walking quietly when returning
from LUNCH RECESS or other specials and walking in lines helps focus
everyone to be quieter.

When someone speaks, others listen

Throughout the school if any adult is speaking to you in the hallway or the
classroom, listen to what they have to say. During assemblies, lunch, and
other places where there are a lot of students together, be especially
aware of when it is a time to talk and when it is a time to listen.

Be polite and courteous throughout each day

We are a big school and it is easy to forget basic manners. Saying ‘good
morning’ or ‘hello” helps us remember we are a community of learners.
Always include people. Don’t only say hello to your friends. If two people
are talking, don’t walk in-between them but around them. Students new
to the school should get extra respect. Saying ‘please’ and ‘thank you’ to
those who are helping you lets them know you appreciate their help.
Every adult and child in this building deserves our respect. That includes
those who cook, monitor us at lunch time, and clean for us.

Embrace diversity

Everyone is different. Some differences are more noticeable than others.
We think it is exciting that we are all different yet we enjoy being
together. We need to learn to respect and work cooperatively with each
other regardless of where we come from.

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Discipline Policy

The discipline procedures at Maples aim to provide a safe environment for students
while helping them develop skills such as conflict resolution and empathy. There are
some basic procedures that are followed when students do not follow school rules. The
first person to deal with issues that arise is the classroom teacher. As the primary
person responsible for the care of the students in his/her room, s/he helps them follow
our school rules. When an issue occurs which is repetitive or involves physical injury,
using inappropriate language, bullying or damage to property, the student is sent to the
office. The Assistant Principal or Principal keeps a careful and detailed record of when
students are sent to the office, what is discussed and the sanctions taken to lead the
student forward in his or her learning. Please be reminded that actions taken regarding
discipline are documented and retained in office. The district student code of conduct is
referred to whenever appropriate. Consequences are an integral part of the discipline
procedures at Maples but it should be stressed that the administration feels that each
situation ought to be looked at on an individual basis. Wherever possible the sanctions
should help reinforce positive behavior. However, there are general procedures that are
followed.
