MSLIP (Maples School Literacy Intervention Plan)
Dear Maples families,

Extra Help is no longer an afterschool activity. Maples School is helping each and every student
improve their literacy skills (Reading and Writing) daily and within the school day. Reading is on the
rampage at Maples! Maples Staff has started the MSLIP program to help students advance their
reading skills.

All Maples teachers are implementing a new literacy intervention plan in the form of guided
reading (a strategy that helps students become good readers). The students read with the teachers and
the paraprofessionals from a series of selected books and do a writing activity about the book. We
have a nice selection of over 5,000 books. Students are expected to take the books home and read
them daily. We would like to encourage you as parents to promote this program with your children by
listening to them read or ensuring that they are reading the books. (Lost or damaged books will incur
a fee of $5 per book; therefore, please take care of the books).

The ultimate goal of the program is to help the students become better readers and apply these reading
skills in different content areas.

The following framework is in place to ensure program effectiveness:

e Students are divided into small groups (4-6 students). The younger the students the smaller the
groups.

e Appropriately leveled reading materials are selected for the group and each child should have
his/her own copy of the text selection or book.

e The teacher or paraprofessional conducts the lesson for 35 minutes

e The teacher or paraprofessional observes the students while they read the text and help them
problem solve by coaching them.

e The teacher or paraprofessional assigns a writing activity to ensure that the text has been
comprehended by the readers and to improve their writing skills.

Parents and teachers are the key motivators and are essential to the success of the program. Please
encourage your child to read daily and help them develop and maintain the love of reading.
