Greetings Maples Families,

Starting April 13 until the end of May, All third through 8"
grade students in Michigan will be taking the M-STEP (State
Assessment). The Michigan Student Test of Educational
Progress (M-STEP) replaces the MEAP test.

Third grade students will take Math and English Langnage Arts.

Fourth grade students will take Math, Science, and English Iangnage
Arts.

Fifth grade students will take Math, Social Studies, and English L anguage
Arts.

M-STEDP sessions are not timed and are given on multiple days.

MDE (Michigan Department of Education), Dearborn Public
Schools, and Maples use the assessment results for different
purposes. Therefore, it’s important that every student’s score is
part of the overall grade on the school and district level. In
addition, classroom teachers will determine areas of strengths
and weaknesses for each individual student and build on these
areas to help them develop their learning continuum.

As with every assessment; it’s important to help your child be
prepared to take the test by following these steps:

. Refrain from taking an early summer vacation

. Avoid scheduling Dr. appointments during assessment time
(see assessment calendar on Maples blog).

. Re-emphasize to your child that M-STEP is important.

. Be sure your child has enough sleep the night before and
has a good breakfast in the morning.

. Be sure your child is at school on time.

. Encourage your child to do their best all the time and talk

to him/her about the assessment.
