If the answer to this questions is “yes”, your child must stay home to quarantine for at
least 10 days (the quarantine period may be extended to 14 days by your medical
provider or the school depending on your individual circumstances) from the last
exposure to the close contact unless symptoms appear. (See section above regarding
symptoms in Box 1 and Box 2.)

Question 3: Has your child returned to the U.S. after traveling internationally in
the last 7 days?

If the answer to this questions is yes, your child must stay home to quarantine for 7
days from the date that they returned to the U. S. Then on the seventh day, the child
must get a COVID PCR test and have a negative test result before returning to school.
