| hope that you and your family are doing well. On Monday, February 8th, 2021 the Dearbomn
School Board approved the reopening of our schools. Please read below for information about

the reopening plan.

Timeline:

Starting March 1st: K-2, and 6th grade begin transitioning to face-to-face learning. All other
grade levels follow the included remote hybrid schedule.

Starting March 8th: preschool, 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 7th grade begin transitioning to face-to-face
learning. (8th grade continues to follow the included remote hybrid schedule)

Starting March 15th: 8th grade begins transitioning to face-to-face learning.

Elementary Hybrid Schedule:

Elementary studenis have been assigned to either an A Day group or B Day group.
Parents/Students will be notified by their teacher which group their child is in via email.

A Day students attend school on Mondays and Thursdays for face-to-face instruction. On
Tuesdays and Fridays, A Day students are at home and remotely check in with their classroom
teacher at 8:10 am, complete asynchronous work and remotely attend live specials (Art, Music,
Physical Education, STEM Enrichment, and Media) for the remainder of the school day. (The
specials schedule is included in this packet.)

B Day students attend school on Tuesdays and Fridays for face-to-face instruction. On
Mondays and Thursdays, B Day students are at home and remotely check in with their
classroom teacher at 8:10 am, complete asynchronous work and remotely attend live specials
(Art, Music, Physical Education, STEM Enrichment, and Media) for the remainder of the day.
(The specials schedule is included in this packet.)

On Wednesdays, all A Day and B Day students will be at home and will have live remote
sessions for instruction starting at 8:10 am.

Middle School Hybrid Schedule.

Middle school students have been assigned to either an A Day group or B Day group.
Parents/Students will be notified which group their child is in via email.
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A Day students attend school on Mondays and Thursdays for face-to-face instruction. On
Tuesdays and Fridays, A Day students are at home and remote in for instruction.

B Day students attend school on Tuesdays and Fridays for face-to-face instruction. On
Mondays and Thursdays, B Day students are at home and remote in for instruction.

On Wednesdays, all A Day and B Day students will be at home and remote in for instruction
starting at 8:50 am.

VLP middle school students follow their current schedule and remote in for instruction Monday -
Friday.

Start and End times for McCollough and Unis: 8:50 am - 1:30 pm

All students will be permitted to enter the building starting at 8:40 am. Students report to their
class immediately. Students will not have access to a locker. Middle school students will need
to take their belongings from class to class.

Middle school students enter the building using the Maple middle school doors or the cafe doors
off the main parking lot (off of Tireman).

Elementary students will no longer be lining up outside in the playground prior to arrival time.
Doors will open at 8:40 am for arrival. Elementary students will enter and exit their assigned
doors as listed below.
