2016-2017 STEM Student Council Campaigning Rules 

**If any Candidate breaks any of the following rules, he or she will not be permitted to run for Election!

1. You may only run for one position. So choose which best suits you.

2. Each candidate MUST have a teacher sponsor that signs the application. Applications are due Friday, September 30, 2016 at 3:00 pm.

3. Each candidate must submit a one paragraph (Google doc) about themselves and why students should vote for him/her by Friday, October 7, 2016.

4. Each candidate can only create one sign so make it a good one!  Make sure your sign is positive and polite.  Look on line for positive slogans for your campaign poster. 

5. All posters MUST receive approval from Ms. Laramee before they are hung up on or before Tuesday, October 11, 2016. You may show your posters to Ms. Laramee on Wednesday, October 5th (afterschool until 3:15) or Thursday, October 6th (morning between 7:30 and 7:45). You may also bring the posters to class on Wednesday.

6. All Campaign Signs can only be hung up in STEM hallway (Sorry not in Mr. Miller’s hallway). 

7. Students may, but are not required to decorate their OWN lockers for additional Campaign support. You may NOT decorate a friend’s locker!

8. No negativity! This is a positive organization designed to help one another. Any bashing of Candidates will result in immediate termination of your own campaign.  

9. No passing out edible treats to voters. No stuffing flyers or pamphlets in lockers. If a candidate wants to produce a flyer/pamphlet, voters may choose to take it from him or her.  It cannot be forced upon voters involuntarily. This creates unwanted trash and litter in our school.
