If parents feel their child should be in tutoring, they should contact their
child’s subject area teacher and request that the teacher signs their child up
for tutoring.

Teachers will provide the tutor with information regarding what areas the
student needs support.

There is a limit of 20 students per offering. Due to large demand, students
who miss more than two times will be removed from tutoring and placed on
a waiting list before given another opportunity. Additionally, students may
be limited to one two-hour tutoring session per week for each subject.
